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The following examples are based on Kate L. Turabian’s  A Manual for Writers of Term Papers, Theses, and Dissertations, 6th ed. (1996).  The following examples are to be used as a guide.  For further 
examples, consult the manual (available at the Reference Desk). 
 
Turabian suggests either a bibliography with parenthetical citations or footnotes within the body of the paper.  Print material citations for these formats are identical in content and placement; however, 
there are differences in punctuation.  The bibliographic entry is a series of elements ending with periods, while the initial footnote resembles a sentence.  A book entry consists of the following information 
(if available):  author; title (italicized or underlined); editor, compiler, or translator; edition; series name; number of the volume(s); place of publication, name of publisher, and date of publication; page 
numbers if appropriate.  An article entry has the following information (if available):  author; title of the article (in quotation marks); name of the periodical (italicized or underlined); volume number; issue 
number; date of publication (in parentheses); page numbers.  For page references, Turabian recommends either parenthetical notes (brief parenthetical acknowledgments noting another person's words, 
facts, or ideas) or footnotes (a note, reference, explanation placed below the text on each page).  A parenthetical note inserted into your text, either at the end of a quote or end of a sentence, consists of the 
author's last name and year of publication in parentheses, (Lynch 1970).   Subsequent footnotes, after the first, consist of the author’s last name, title of work, and page number.  Use the term “Ibid.” and the 
page number when references to the same work immediately follow each other, (Ibid., 68).

The Turabian manual mentions electronic resources in only two very limited sections; however, a rough outline for either the bibliographic or footnote form is supplied in Section 8.141.  
Electronic documents follow the general form of printed materials: author and title of the particular item; name and description of the source cited, whether CD-ROM, some other 
physical form, or an on-line source; city of publication, if any; publisher or vendor (or both); date of publication or access (or both); and identifying numbers or pathway needed for 
access to the material.  For documents previously printed, the form should replicate the print citation while providing the necessary information for locating the electronic version.
