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GENERAL INFORMATION
1) Program Planning Summaries are valid for three years.  After that date, Program Planning Summaries must be updated and resubmitted.  CHE will notify the Office of the Provost shortly before the three year period is over, to request a decision on resubmission.
2) The Program Planning Summary should not exceed three pages in length.   The elements listed on page 3 below must be addressed specifically.  It is suggested that the elements use the subheadings indicated.  Pages must be numbered.  
3) All Program Planning Summaries require a cover page in addition to the three-page content.  The format for the cover page is indicated on page 2 below.  

4) Program Planning Summaries from USC senior campuses require only the signature of the USC system President, according to CHE “Policies and Procedures for New Academic Program Approval”.
